About the Seminar
India has a vision of $5-trillion economy by 2024-25. To become a $5 trillion economy, India's GDP needs to go faster than what we grew at an average of 7.5 per cent in the last five years. In April, 2019, 

IMF had predicted that India will grow at a rate of 7.2 per cent in the financial year 
2019-20, but recent data indicates a fall in GDP growth i.e 4.5 per cent in the July-September quarter of 2019-20.  The Government spending which is the usual panacea for growth has jumped nearly 12 per cent and propped up a falling GDP, but could not compensate for the fall in private investment. The decline in bank credit also cannot completely explain the demand slowdown. The steep fall in manufacturing and construction, and stagnant private investment which led to the fall in GDP still need to be explained. With this analysis and understanding on the impact of economic slowdown this topic has been chosen for enlightenment and discussion.
